the major industries and generating money (e.g. in Cairo, if all the rubbish that could be
recycled ,was recycled, it would generate $ 73, 467 a day).

For recycling to be a success, it needs the support of the government in supplying
areas for dumping, sorting and recycling, and to launch a campaign to persuade the
public to co-operate. It needs experts to find suitable people or companies to recycle
each material.

All the way along the line, from the collector to the seller of the recycled product,
there has to be an acceptable income. In this way, meeting this demand is easier in the
developing world, where people are on lower incomes, than in developed countries
where expectations of reward are higher.

Our body has many organs which do their functions properly. Each one has a specific
job to do to survive. For example your heart, a tireless pump working faithfully day and
night, is vital to your very existence. But, what happens when this vital organ is starved of
the oxygen it needs? A heart attack, also known as a myocardial infarction, occurs when
blood flow to a part of the heart muscle is severely reduced or cut off completely. This
disrupts the heart's ability to pump blood effectively, threatening your health and even
your life.

The culprit behind most heart attacks is atherosclerosis, a gradual narrowing of the
coronary arteries. These arteries supply blood rich in oxygen to the heart muscle. Over
time, fatty deposits called plaque buildup on the artery walls, restrict blood flow. A piece
of plaque may rupture, triggering the formation of a blood clot that can completely block
the artery. This blockage starves the heart muscle of oxygen, leading to cell death and a
heart attack.

Symptoms of a heart attack can vary from person to person. The classic image of
someone clutching their chest in pain is common, but discomfort can also manifest as
pain in the arm, shoulder, jaw, back, or even nausea and lightheadedness. Recognizing
these diverse symptoms and seeking immediate medical attention is crucial.

plague-related deaths of many Mamluk amirs whose properties were subsequently
transferred to the state treasury, including the enormous wealth of Amir Shaykhu; and
third, the extortion of the Sultan's subjects during his reign.

The importance of the building project also attracted craftsmen from across the
Mamluk Empire, including far-away provinces such as Anatolia, which may explain the
diversity and innovativeness of the mosque design and decoration. It is also believed that
limestone was quarried for use in the mosque construction.

The paralinguistic features of
language-a number of features of communication that occur outside the formal systems
of language-should also be considered. These features fall into two broad categories:
vocal paralinguistic features and physical paralinguistic features (facial expressions,
gestures, posture, and echoing).

People need to reassess their relationship with
smart phones otherwise it can become all consuming where the world and all
relationships are seen only through the phone.

As a result of the study, one of the research team's youngest members, a school
leaver, was so shocked by what he saw that he deleted all his social profiles apart from
two messaging apps.
